Thursday 17 August: A Level results
Results will be available for collection from the Hall from 8.00am until 10.30am and then available on
students’ Insight accounts from 11.00am.

If you wish to utilise the school’s facilities to enter the Clearing or
Adjustment process through UCAS, you will need to have your UCAS username and password with
you.

Thursday 24 August: GCSE results
Results will be available for collection from the Hall from 9.00am until 10.30am and then available on
students’ Insight accounts from 11.00am.

Post results guidance and support is available on results days, please see the procedure for all
candidates.

If you are unable to collect your results in person, you may nominate someone to collect them on your
behalf. If you wish to do this, the student must email the Exams Officer, Mrs Dolt, at
exams@ashlyns.herts.sch.uk, to give permission and detail the name of the person who will be
collecting them for you. (Please note we will be unable to issue results to anyone other than the
student without receipt of an email from the student).
