approximately 8.00pm.

Thank you too for your support, especially in delivering and collecting them to or
from the school. Please respect the car parking arrangements in force and leave the drives,
perimeter roads and front of school clear of parked vehicles (in case of emergencies); students
should be dropped off at the semi-circle at the front gates.
